e Produce and display tarpaulins/streamers in front of provincial, city, or
municipal halls, to convey solidarity in oneness with the nation in the
observance of 2015 Philippine Veterans Week (Annex “A”);

e Produce and post any related Philippine Veterans Week information on LGU
websites and Facebook accounts (Kagitingan logo, tarpaulin design with
theme, activities, etc.); and

¢ Hold special flag-raising ceremony on 06 April, during which the “Pledge of
Patriotism” will be recited by all (Annex “B”).
